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1. Introduction (TNR 12, bold, left alignment)
The paper has to be written in English. Its contents should be structured in the following way (recommendation): problem description, application field, research stages, methods used, results, further research, conclusions, and references.
The paper has to offer the answers for the following questions: description of the problem, what is done by other people, what the authors did, what is new, what is my contribution.
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2. Editing instructions
2.1. Text format (TNR 11, bold, left alignment)

Use A4 format (210 x 297 mm). Margins: Top, Bottom, Left and Right - 2 cm each. Header - 2 cm; Footer - 2 cm. Different first page. Text should be written on 2 columns, distance between columns: 1 cm.
Paragraph text should be written with Times New Roman font, size 11p, justify, first line alignment of each paragraph – 0.7 cm from left.
The length of the paper is minimum 4 pages and last page is at least 75% occupied.
Please:

- do not change the format of the page in order to obtain required length;
- do not use bolded characters;

- do not insert page numbers;

- do not modify footer;

2.2. Language, Stile Spelling 

- Use common technical terms.
- Use concise and intelligible phrases.
- Use English Spelling.
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2.3. Soft copy

Use the surname and name of first author to identify you, e.g. Name_FirstName.doc.
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3. Figures & Tables
Figures have to be made in high quality and only black and white (greyscale), which is suitable for reproduction and print. Do not include photos or colour prints. Place figures (centre aligned) as close as possible to their first reference in the paper. Figures and tables larger than the column width can be placed on the whole width of the page. The text inside the figures and notations has to be 10 pt. Figure number, 10 pt, centred aligned, followed by figure title 10 pt, regular.
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Figure 2. Name of the figure (TNR, 10pt, centred)
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Tables should be placed as close as possible to their first reference. The font size used in tables and figures is TNR 10pt. The title of the Tables will be placed above the table, written with TNR 10pt, centred aligned.
Before and after any table or figure is an empty space of Times New Roman 11p, single.
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Pictures drawn with Microsoft Office tools will be grouped, using Group function (from Drawing toolbar).
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4. Mathematical relations
Use only Microsoft Equation Editor.
Equations are centred and numbered consecutively, starting at 1. The number of equations is right aligned, written with TNR 11, in round brackets.
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Equations are centred in a table with no line borders and cell text centred.
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5. References

References should be complete and have to include at least 5 items.
References will be written only in English language with the mention of the original language.

When a publication is mentioned in text, enclose its number in brackets, for example [1] or [2, 7, 8, 12].
Please take into consideration that all references listed here is compulsory to be directly cited in the body of the text. Please do not use the own quotations.
Text references will be TNR 9, single space, justify, hanging 0.4 cm, formatted accordingly to following examples. References will be arranged in the order of citation according to following examples.
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
